As the flu season approaches, and the concerntlatil1N1 influenza continues, it is important for a
parents and guardians to know that each schobkifcdmonton Catholic School District has developed
an individual site Pandemic Plan. This plan wilsere the continuity of your child’s education, ase

of an increased absenteeism in the school of steidel staff.

In addition, Alberta Health Services has askeddiols to report an absentee rate in excess ofii0%
both students and staff. Alberta Health Servicéisthen work with schools through Public Health on
communication and preventative measures. Monitasaigol absenteeism can help identify the arrival
of influenza in the community. It is very commomthiluring the flu season, many schools will report
10% or greater absentee rate.

The symptoms of the seasonal flu and the H1IN1entha are similar and can include: fever, cough,
muscle aches, lethargy and lack of appetite. Sa@oplp with the HIN1 influenza have also reported
runny nose, sore throat, nausea, vomiting andtdgarm addition to a cough and fever symptoms. The
seasonal flu and H1N1 influenza are thought toapfeom person to person through coughing or sneez-
ing.

All Souls’ Day, although it doesn’t get the sameoamt of press as its more flamboyant and glamorous
cousins (Hallowe’en and All Saints Day), is stilbaautiful reminder that we are connected in protbu
ways with those who have died in body, but remaryynuch alive in Spirit. It's also a reminder tloair
prayers have a real effect on others in God’s fiathe salvation of all.

However, the story doesn't there. It's all wovetoinur belief in the Communion of Saints. Our chism

is very clear on this point. In article 946, wedg&lhe communion of sainis the Church.” We believe
that we are one in Spirit, united together in tloely8 of Christ: all of us, whether living or deadh earth,

in Purgatory, or in Heaven. We on earth pray fosthin Purgatory. The saints, in turn, interceaeufoon
earth. The catechism, again, in article 956, stdBeing more closely united to Christ, those whweed in
heaven...do not cease to intercede with the Fathrenso.so by their...concern our weakness is greatly
helped.”

The circle of prayer comes around: we pfarythe souls in purgatory, and we ask the sainteavén to
intercedeor uson earth.

All of us are united in this faith. We are baptizatb the Body of Christ. We are in communion waithe
another, on various stages of our pilgrimagesfitteg destination being sainthood and eternaltligether
in heaven.

We can all deal with the ‘souls’ part: we are alihers in need of forgiveness.

Perhaps this year we can all try to deal with gerts’ part a bit more: that we are destined fbfeabe-
yond our imaginings, fully alive in Christ and iellbwship with all others eternally in heaven. Rgrhiwe
could make a resolution to live our present livegenn tune with this reality, and if we don’t tkime’re
up to the task by ourselves, we can always askaiutly sisters and brothers for a helping hand!

As
well, the provincial government has just released the “Accountability Pillar” for all school districts which is a sum-
mary of a district’s overall performance. The October 2009 report indicates a continued high level of confidence in
our district and reflects the excellent results achieved by our schools.

As we begin this month, education in the Province of Alberta has indeed been on the forefront of government dis-
cussions and action, media reports, and has defined much of the time spent by both the Board of Trustees and our
administration as they work together to discuss, adjust and respond to the recent announcements by Alberta Edu-
cation. We have also heard from the Minister of Education that the Province will be revising the School Act, an
important document that directs the workings of all school districts within Alberta.

Edmonton Catholic Schools’ Board of Trustees hosted a parent engagement evening for all interested parents on
October 1, 2009 at St. Joseph High School. The participants had an opportunity to hear some specifics as to
budget reductions within education in the Province and specifically how those reductions affect our school district.
As well, parents met in small working groups to discuss and gave their input. Please check our district website,
www.ecsd.net, to find information regarding the three areas of discussion covered that evening. | would like to
encourage all who value quality Catholic education — parents, teachers and other stakeholder groups to become
actively involved by being informed and responsive in having your views heard. We, in Alberta, are one of just a
few provinces who continue to enjoy provincially funded Catholic education, and we must work diligently to pre-
serve that right.

On Wednesday, November 11, 2009 all schools and district sites will be closed. Each year in November, school
staffs, students and parents join in remembering and honouring women and men who have served our country in
both combat and peacekeeping roles. | would encourage parents to take the time to discuss with their children the
reason we have this special day, and to join their children’s schools for the celebrations that will be held.
